Direct Marketing Needs a Green Wake Up Call 
from Target Marketing Magazine, May 2008


If you find yourself saying, "We'd love to focus on the environment, but it's too expensive," take another look...


In his recent study, Dave Frankland with Forrester Research found that only 28% of his respondents took 
environmental aspects into consideration "often" or "always" when making business choices. However, "for the 
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small number that heavily focused on it, it doesn't have a major negative financial impact." 


So, you can have your soy latte and drink it too: keep your "green" focus on the financially sound side, by 
reducing the bulk of mailings (less postage and less paper waste), using new formats (postcards instead of full 
brochures) and going electronic (eBlasts costs as low as $.01/delivery). 


For a less-expensive, hybrid "green" mailing, check out partially recycled paper stock, rather than 100% recycled. 
For those who are ready, there are 100% synthetic fibers for printing and even soy-based inks and 
biodegradable envelopes!
